 “SIX DAYS OR SIX BILLION YEARS?”

TEXT:  Romans 1:19, 20;  Exodus 20:8-11 

THESIS:  To expose the myth of evolutionary ages and the truth of a 6 day creation.

INTRO.:  A.  The biblical account of creation is vastly different from any so-called “scientific account” taught in our schools and the media.  Several explanations for origins are set forth, but only one meets the biblical criteria.  Since the creation is an event of the past, no scientist can observe the processes, nor can he reproduce them in the laboratory. Origins, then, are outside the realm of science.  If we are to actually know anything about origins we must rely on an eyewitness, and there was only one:  God!   He was there, He alone had the power and intelligence and desire to create the universe and He left us an eyewitness account in the Bible.  He rightfully expects us to believe what He has said He did.
I.   THE SIX DAYS:   

A.  God’s Records:



1.  The creative days of Genesis are further buttressed by His account in Ex. 20:8-11 written on tablets of stone with His 



own finger.


2.  God says that as He only “worked” six days and rested on the seventh, so man is to follow His pattern.




a.  They are the same number and same kinds of days we fashion our calendar from.




b.  They are six literal, 24 hour time periods – otherwise this command makes no sense.

ILLUS.:  The biblical account of creation and evolution are diametrically opposed to one another.

B.  Darwin’s Delusion:


1.  According to the evolutionist the geologic ages represent 4-6 billion years of a creation with untold billions of animals (as 


well as human-like “hominids” –  evolving humans – suffering and dying before sin ever entered the world.



2.  The Bible plainly teaches that suffering and death did not enter the planet until Adam sinned.

Romans 5:12   Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:



3.  If sin is not the cause of such disaster, then God must be charged with creating such a dreadful and disastrous world.
ILLUS.:  At the end of the 6 days of creation God stepped back and admired His creation and pronounced it “very good.”  Could He have said this if the planet had been bathed in blood for billions of years?!   The “god” of the imaginary ages of evolution could not possibly be the loving, gracious, omniscient, omnipotent, perfect God of the Bible!

II.  THE SIXTH DAY:  Gen. 1:24-31


A.  The Climactic Day of Creation:



1.  First God created a planet which would accommodate all His creatures and made it very hospitable, pleasant and 




productive.



2.  Then He placed all the animals on the planet with which man would interact.

ILLUS.:  It was a wonderful environment without thorns, thistles, mosquitoes, storms, earthquakes, or even carnivorous beasts.   (The Millennium will recapitulate these conditions to a large extent, when the wolf and the lamb will co-exist without threat.

Isaiah 11:6-9   The wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the kid; and the calf and the young lion and the fatling together; and a little child shall lead them.   And the cow and the bear shall feed; their young ones shall lie down together: and the lion shall eat straw like the ox.   And the sucking child shall play on the hole of the asp, and the weaned child shall put his hand on the cockatrice' den.   They shall not hurt nor destroy in all my holy mountain: for the earth shall be full of the knowledge of the LORD, as the waters cover the sea.


B.  The Climactic Event of Creation:



1.  Everything to this point was leading up to the grand entrance of the crowning achievement of God’s creation – man!



2.  Man would be unique – created in the image of God.  V.26




a.  Man was “created” (ex-nihilo) out of nothing, and “made” out of the dust of the earth.



b.  God only “breathed into (man’s) nostrils the breath of life;  and man became a living soul.  2:7

ILLUS:  Man’s body was “made” out of pre-existing materials.  But man was “created” out of nothing.  (Only God can create something out of nothing!  Evolution and its Big Bang are nothing but a large slices of baloney!)  

QUOTES:  MacArthur, The Battle for the Beginning, p. 164   “The image of God can be summed up by the word personhood.  We are persons. Our lives involve relationships.  We are capable of fellowship.  We are able to love other persons in a Godlike sense.  We have an amazing capacity for language.  We have conver-sations.  We know what it is to share thoughts, convey and discern attitudes, give and take friendship, perceive a sense of brotherhood, communicate ideas, and participate in experiences with others.  Animals cannot do those things in the same sense people can.”  

                  Morris:  IBID., p.166  “We can only say that, although God Himself may have no physical body, He designed and formed man’s body to enable it to function physically in ways in which He Himself could function even without a body.  God can see, hear, smell, touch, and speak, whether or not He has actual physical eyes, ears, nose, hands, and mouth…There is something about the human body, therefore, which is uniquely appropriate to God’s manifestation of Himself, and (since God knows all His works from the beginning of the world), He must have designed man’s body with this in mind.  Accordingly He designed it, not like the animals, but with an erect posture, with an upward gazing countenance, capable of facial expressions corresponding to emotional feelings, and with a brain and a tongue capable of articulate, symbolic speech… He knew, of course, that in the fullness of time even He would become a man.  In that day, He would prepare a human body for His Son and it would be ‘made in the likeness of me’, just as man had been made in the likeness of God.”  


c.  Man’s body is made out of the same basic elements created by God for all the physical systems in the universe, and his 


“soul” is of the same life entity created for the animals.  



d.  But only man (including woman) possesses the image of God, created for purpose of eternal fellowship, on all three 



levels (physical, biological, spiritual) with His Creator.


3.  Man was to have “dominion” over all God’s creation on the planet, so God brought the animals “to Adam to see what he 


would call them.”



a.  This was to introduce Adam to the creatures over which he would have dominion.



b.  It was also to reveal to Adam that he alone had no counterpart – no “help-meet.”

ILLUS.:  Eve was no “afterthought.”  God planned this wonderful introduction to the animals and to Eve in a beautifully, and some would say, romantic, way!  Adam, newly created, in an adult state, and without the degrading, mutational, effects of sin, could recognize each creature, characterize them and give them all names.  He had a broad vocabulary, a sharp mind, an analyzing ability, and a quick grasp of his task.  But he also noticed “there was not found an help meet for him.”  2:20

               That’s when God anesthetized Adam and performed laser surgery on him to produce Eve.  When he awoke he exclaimed:  “Eve, you are the most beautiful woman I have ever laid eyes on!” (
No – but he did say:  “”This is now bone of my bone, and flesh of my flesh” – describing how God had provided his bride through his shed blood.   Just like the second Adam would provide His Bride, “…the Church of God, which He hath purchased with His own blood.”   
CONCL.:  Creation is an observable fact.  The evidence is all around us and speaks for itself.  Only those who are “willingly ignorant” (dumb on purpose) turn a blind eye to the evidence.  The question is:  What will YOU do – not only with the evidence for a Creator, but for a Creator Who also became our Redeemer?!
